This morning | met with Bob Wirth and he turned over our chapter's Barry Goldwater Trophy to me. We visited, drank
coffee and swapped aviation stories for about an hour. Thanks to Judy Yerian, Paula Woods and our Ninety-Nines
General Counsel, Cecile Hatfield, for their help in the return of the trophy.

This trophy has a lot of history. It was donated by Barry Goldwater to the Ninety-Nines in 1968 and the first Kachina Air
Rally (called the Kachina Doll Air Rally back then) was won by Ruby Sheldon and her co-pilot Betty Wixon. Our chapter
sponsored the proficiency rally every year until the last one in 1996. The names of each winning team over the 28 year
history of the rally are engraved on the trophy. The first few races where restricted to just teams of women, but over the
years the rules changes and it was opened up to pilot teams of any combination of gender.

Somewhere in our history records is a history of the Kachina proficiency rally. | would like to get a copy of that record so |
can formalized the trophy's history that can be kept with the trophy. Once we have the history, it would be really great if
we could find it a permanent home.... in an airport showcase or an aviation museum.

A picture of the trophy is on our website. It stands 36 inches high and has an engraved vertical plaque on the back as
well as 2 plaques on the front.
Let me know your ideas for finding a home for our trophy.
