Airline Crew Correction to Family Leave Act Becomes Law

Last week, President Obama signed into law the Airline Flight Crew Technical Corrections Act, a bill designed to close what
was seen as a gap in coverage for airline pilots and flight attendants under the Family and Medical Leave Act

(FMLA). The corrections act amends the FMLA to make it easier for flight crews to qualify under the law for this leave by
changing the number of hours of service required to qualify for this type of leave based on the airline

industry's unique timekeeping methods.

FMLA was enacted to provide eligible employees with up to 12 weeks of unpaid leave during a 12-month period for any of
the following reasons: (1) the birth and care of a newborn child of the employee; (2) the placement with the employee

of a child for adoption or foster care; (3) to care for an immediate family member with a serious health condition; or (4)
because of a serious health condition that makes the employee unable to work.

Prior to this change, to be eligible for the family leave, an employee must have worked for the employer at least 1,250 hours
during the 12 months preceding the leave. This equates to 60 percent of a standard 40-hour workweek.The minimum

hours worked eligibility requirement made it difficult, if not impossible, for airline pilots and flight attendants to qualify for
FMLA leave under the FMLA. U.S. Congressman George Miller (D-Calif.), Chairman of the House Education and

Labor Committee, stated that "more than 200,000 flight attendants and pilots in this country do not meet the minimum
threshold of 1,250 hours needed to qualify for unpaid leave under the FMLA." Chairman Miller said that Congress never
intended to exclude airline flight attendants and pilots from the law's protections. Over the span of two congressional
sessions, proponents of the Airline Workers Technical Corrections Act worked to restore what they

characterized as the original legislative intent of the FMLA to provide coverage for flight crews.

The recently signed legislation clarifies that the hours pilots or flight attendants work, not just those spent in flight, count
toward the FMLA minimum hours calculations. Specifically, the new law amends the FMLA to provide that an

airline flight crew member is eligible to take FMLA leave if: (1) he or she has worked or been paid for 60 percent of the
applicable monthly guarantee; or the equivalent amount annualized over the preceding 12-month period; and (2) he or
she has worked or been paid at least 504 hours during the previous 12-month period. For an employee who is on reserve
status, the applicable monthly guarantee means the minimum number of hours for which the employer has agreed to

pay the employee for the month under the collective bargaining agreement.

In September 2004, American Airlines management and the Allied Pilots Association entered into a non-binding agreement
to reduce the number of hours to qualify for American Airlines' FMLA leave benefit to 504 hours in the

previous 12-month period. The new law now matches our existing practice. Even though many people consider FMLA
leaves in the context of caring for young children, with the average pilot age at American continuing to rise, the ability

to care for aging and ill parents or spouses is becoming more of an issue for our group.

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Effective March 8, 2010, NTSB has revised its rule that will expand the types of incidents that are required to be
reported. Below is a recap

Five Reportable Incidents Added To Notification Requirements The NTSB is amending its regulations concerning
notification and reporting requirements regarding aircraft accidents or incidents. In particular, the NTSB is adding
regulations to require operators to report certain incidents to the NTSB. The NTSB is also amending existing
regulations to provide clarity and ensure that the appropriate means for notifying the NTSB of a reportable incident is
listed correctly in the regulation.

On October 7, 2008, the NTSB published an NPRM titled "Notification and Reporting of Aircraft Accidents or
Incidents and Overdue Aircraft, and preservation of Aircraft Wreckage, Mail, Cargo, and Records" in the Federal
Register. This NPRM proposed, and the final rule codifies the addition of five reportable incidents, the reporting of
which the NTSB believes will improve aviation safety.

The operator of any civil aircraft, or any public aircraft not operated by the Armed Forces or an intelligence agency of
the United States, or any foreign aircraft shall immediately, and by the most expeditious means available, notify the
nearest National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) office when an aircraft accident or any of the following listed
serious incidents occur:

« Failure of any internal turbine engine component that results in the escape of debris other than out the exhaust
path.

«In-flight fire.

« Aircraft collision in flight.

* Release of all or a portion of a propeller blade from an aircraft, excluding release caused solely by ground contact.
» A complete loss of information, excluding flickering, from more than 50 percent of an aircraft's cockpit displays
known as Electronic Flight Instrument System (EFIS) displays, Engine Indication and Crew Alerting system (EICAS)
displays, Electronic Centralized Aircraft Monitor (ECAM) displays, or other displays of this type, which generally
include a primary flight display (PFD), primary navigation display (PND), and other integrated displays.

Airborne Collision and Avoidance System (ACAS) resolution advisories issued either when an aircraft is being
operated on an instrument flight rules flight plan and compliance with the advisory is necessary to avert a substantial
risk of collision between two or more aircraft, or to an aircraft operating in class A airspace.

«Damage to helicopter tail or main rotor blades, including ground damage, that requires major repair or replacement
of the blade(s).

*Any event in which an aircraft operated by an air carrier lands or departs on a taxiway, incorrect runway, or other
area not designed as a runway, or experiences a runway incursion that requires the operator or the crew of another
aircraft or vehicle to take immediate corrective

eaction to avoid a collision.

The final rule was published in the Federal Register January 7th, and the revisions and additions published in this
final rule become effective March 8, 2010.

Unfortunately and unknown to her there was press contingent on hand who arrived as she was bending over to
reach for her clothing - so she basically "mooned" the press as they arrived. She was laughing about it but said that
day she was not laughing. She was a truly great woman and I'm sad for her passing.

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The crew of the Space Shuttle Challenger, mission 51-L, was lost on January 28, 1986 when their spacecraft
exploded shortly after launch at Kennedy Space Center in Florida. The crew of Space Shuttle Columbia, mission

107, was lost during re-entry on February 1, 2003 only 16 minutes before they were to land at Kennedy Space
Center in Florida.

On Challenger were two women astronauts--one a professional astronaut, Judy Resnik, and one a teacher-in-
space winner named Christa McAuliffe. Resnik, who was born in Akron, OH, will be featured in our upcoming
temporary exhibit entitled 100 Years of Ohio Women in Air & Space. Resnik was selected to join the astronaut
corps in 1978 in the very first group of astronauts that had women in it. She became the second American woman
in space when she flew on Space Shuttle Discovery mission 41-D in 1984. She helped deploy three satellites in
orbit and was involved in biomedical research on that flight.

On the Columbia mission were professional astronauts Laurel Clark and Kalpana (KC) Chawla. Clark, from
Wisconsin, was selected as an astronaut in 1996 and was a U.S. Naval Flight Surgeon before becoming an
astronaut. Chawla, who was born in India, was selected as an astronaut in 1984. She flew previously on the
Space Shuttle Columbia, mission STS-87, in 1997 and was the primary robotic arm operator on that flight.

NASA honors these crews and the crew of the Apollo 1 mission who died on the launch pad during a test on
January 27, 1967 on January 29th during NASA's official Day of Remembrance. The Country remembers the true
heroes of all these flights who gave their lives to their passion and helped future space travelers.
